About Saralee James

Saralee James received her Visual Arts Diploma, Photography Major, from Emily Carr in 1984. Before her untimely
death in 1991, she was an accomplished photographer and filmmaker. Her friends considered her a “shit
disturber” as a political and social activist, who pushed the boundaries in her art practice and her life. This award
was established by her friends and peers in honour of her spirit and in recognition of her accomplishments. Her
work can be viewed in the Emily Carr University of Art & Design library.

Adjudication
