Applications will be
judged by a Selection Committee of experienced arts educators, artists, designers and creative practitioners on the
quality of individual application submissions.

Scholarships are allocated to each Summer Teens program as follows:
e 2xScholarships awarded to students in the Junior Arts Institute
e  3xScholarships awarded to students in the Summer Institute for Teens

Evaluation Criteria: Attributes the Selection Committee is looking for include:
e  Curiosity and open-mindedness
e Capacity for collaboration, experimentation and exploration
e Engagement with a range of media and a love of material exploration
e Anpassion forart and design
e Commitment to attending all scheduled sessions of their Summer Teens program of choice
